A2: TITLE AND NATURE

 April. It is a Multi-club Cross Country 

Rally and shall be approximately 835 kilometres in length, conducted over a variety of terrains on private and 
public roads and tracks. 
 
A3: AUTHORITY AND JURISDICTION 
The Event shall be conducted in conformity with the Sporting Code of the Federation Internationale de 
IôAutomobile (FIA), the National Competition Rules (NCR) of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd 
(CAMS) as published in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, the Cross Country Rally Standing Regulations, 
these Supplementary Regulations, any Further Regulations, and any Bulletins which may be issued.  These 
regulations are issued subject to any provisions that may be made mandatory for the conduct of the Event by 
the relevant authorities between the date of issue of these regulations and the conduct of the Event.  The 
Event shall be conducted under an Organising Permit No. 210/0404/01  has been issued by CAMS.

A8: ACQUAINTANCE WITH REGULATIONS 
Persons who enter the Event shall be deemed to have acquainted themselves with and agree to abide by all 
the applicable regulations. 
 
A9:      AMENDMENTS TO THE REGULATIONS 
The official notice board will be located at the Event headquarters established at the Condobolin Showgrounds 
Main Office.  Any information or bulletins issued during the Event will be posted on the official notice board 
located outside office.  It is the competitorôs responsibility to check the board for any information. 
 
A10:      PROTESTS 

Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with the provisions of Part XII of the NCR. 
 
A11:      PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES 
During any competition, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the 
competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition 
activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the 
day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current 
CAMS Manual. 
In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for 
Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for 
alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s).   
The CAMS Anti-Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and amended from time to 
time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such. In any areas where 
the National Competition Rules and the Anti ïDoping Policy conflict, the Anti-Doping Policy will take 
precedence. 
 
 
A12:      JUDGE OF FACT 

Any person appointed as an official of the Event shall be a judge of fact in the respect of the following items: 

 Time of arrival, departure from and direction of entering or leaving a control. 

 Departure from the specified course. 

 Failure to close a gate when required. 

 Consumption of alcohol. 

 Failure to wear a safety helmet or seat belt when required. 

 Wilful damage to, or interference with property, littering. 

 Failure by a service crew to respect service crew restrictions. 
 

B)           CREWS 
 
B1: ELIGIBILITY OF COMPETITORS 
Any person who has attained the age of 16 years may compete in the Event.  Only holders of civil licences 
may drive in the Event.  The crew in each vehicle must number at least two and not more than three persons,

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restricted at all times to the maximum designed seating capacity of the vehicle.  All competitors must be in 
possession of a current and valid competition licence issued by CAMS.   
     A CAMS Clubman Rally Licence is required as a minimum for driver and co drivers.  
Off road licence is not acceptable.  
Each competitor and member of the crew must be a current member of a NSW CAMS affiliated club. 
Membership is available from Condobolin Sports Promotions Inc. 

 
 B2:      COMPETITOR AND SERVICE CREW BRIEFING 

A compulsory briefing for all competitors and service crews will be conducted at the Condobolin Showgrounds 
on 2

nd
 April, 2010 at 2000hrs.  It is compulsory for all competitors and crews to attend and must sign the 

attendance form.  A penalty of 10% of the entry fee will be levied against any competitor that is not in 
attendance and is payable prior to that competitor being permitted to start the Event.  

 
 C)           ENTRIES 

 
C1:      ENTRIES 

Entries open at 0900hrs 1
st
 February 2010 and close 22nd March 2010 at 1700hrs.  The Organisers reserve 

the right to cancel or postpone the Event if fewer than 30 entries are received by the entry closing date. 
 
Entries will be accepted in order of receipt.  Application to enter a vehicle must be made on the official entry 
form which must be signed by the competitor and lodged, with the requisite entry fee at the Eventôs official 
office (refer Regulation A7). 
 
The Organisers reserve the right to reject any entry without giving a specific reason in accordance with NCR 
83, and in such a case will refund the entry fee in full.  Notification of such a refusal shall be sent to the 
competitor in accordance with the NCR. The Organisers reserve the right to postpone, abandon or cancel the 
Event in accordance with NCR 59. 
 
The competitor of the vehicle must be the legally registered owner of the vehicle.  Competitors should make 
themselves aware of NCR 73, in the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 
 
C2:      CHANGE OF ENTRY DETAILS 

A competitor may, subject to the approval of the Organisers, change any or all details pertaining to the vehicle, 
provided it is eligible at any time up to the time that the vehicle is presented for pre-event scrutineering.  A 
competitor may, subject to the approval of the Organisers, change any or all details pertaining to the crew at 
any time up to the start time. 

 
C3:       FEES 

All fees shall be payable to Condobolin Sports Promotion Inc. who shall retain them except in accordance with 
Regulation B2, or where deemed refundable at the sole discretion of the Organisers, or as provided in the 
following Regulations. Fees are: 
i) Entry Fee  $675.00 per two person crew 
ii) Entry Fee  $200.00 per extra crew member 
iii) Service  Crews ï$25.00 each  per vehicle   
 
In the event of  òforce majeureò or postponement a 10% levy may be retained by the organisers as an 
administration fee. 
 
D         INSURANCE 
 
D1:  PERSONAL ACCIDENT INSURANCE 
Personal accident insurance in excess of that provided through CAMS under the CAMS National Rally 
Licence, is the sole responsibility of the competitor. 
 
D2:  PUBLIC LIABILITY 
Public Liability Insurance for the Event has been effected through CAMS ï refer Appendix I of the Current 
CAMS Manual. 
 
D3:  VEHICLE INSURANCE 
Vehicle Third Party Insurance and/or Third Party Insurance and or Comprehensive Vehicle Insurance is the 
responsibility of the competitor.  Competitors should note that third party property insurance (for damage to 
another vehicle if you run into it) is not covered by public liability insurance, and is the competitorôs sole 
responsibility. 
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Competitors of vehicles registered in Queensland must obtain and produce at pre-event scrutineering a 
separate third party extension document issued for vehicles competing in Motor Sports events.  This 
document is readily available from ñSuncorpò office. 
 
E         VEHICLES 
 
E1:  GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS  
All vehicles must be roadworthy and comply with current RTA provisions in respect of being operated on 
public roads.  Such provisions include current registration or a current unregistered vehicle permit or an 
approved NSW RTA Modified Vehicles Registration or Dedicated Rally Car Registration for driving on public 
roads within Australia, and are covered by a Compulsory Third Party (CTP) Insurance Policy valid for 
Australia.  
The vehicle engine number and chassis number must be that shown on the vehicle Certificate of Registration.  
The one and the same vehicle must be used throughout the Event.  
 
Permits may be obtained from another source e.g. your own town / state, but if using the RTA Office in 
Condobolin, the permits must be picked by 12pm. Thursday 1

st
 April 2010 at the Lachlan Shire Council 58-64 

Molong St. Condobolin.  No permits will be issued after this time, due to RTA trading hours. 
 
All competing vehicles must be issued with a log book, as per the current CAMS Manual of Motor 
Sport, Part IX, NCR 150 and must present the logbook at Scrutineering. 
 

For the purpose of identifying vehicles, numbers will be allocated by the Organisers as entries are received. 
 
E2: VEHICLE CLASSES 
The Organisers reserve the right to divide the specified vehicle groups into capacity classes, which shall be 
declared at 0700hrs on Saturday 3rd April 2009 at the Event headquarters located at the Condobolin 
Showground. 
The Organisers reserve the right to abandon or amalgamate any group/s or classes. 
 
NOTE: At least three entries will be required to constitute any class; otherwise vehicles will be amalgamated 
with the next higher capacity class. 
 
E3: VEHICLE GROUPS AND CLASSES 

At the time of presentation of the vehicle for pre-event Scrutineering, the vehicle must conform to one of the 
following Groups.

1) Vehicles in this group may have any modifications. 
2) As per the current Cross Country Rally Technical Regulations 
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The Organisers reserve the right to re-classify any vehicle at any time, prior to or during the Event if it is found 
to be incorrectly classified.

E4: COMPULSORY EQUIPMENT 

  ALL VEHICLES MUST COMPLY WITH SCHEDULE R OF THE CURRENT CAMS MANUAL OF   MOTOR 
SPORT. 
All vehicles must comply with the current Cross Country Rally Technical Regulations   
1. ALL COMPETING VEHICLES MUST BE FITTED WITH A ROLL CAGE.  Refer to the current CAMS 

Manual of Motor Sport, Schedule J. 
2. A flame and liquid proof metallic firewall must be installed between the passenger compartment and the 

fuel tank if after market fuel tanks are fitted. All fuel tanks must be vented externally to the coachwork. 
3. All exposed liquid lines and brake lines inside the cabin must be protected against the risk of damage 

(corrosion, breaking of mechanical components, dropping of components or tools, etc). With the exception of 
brake lines, there may be no connections of liquid lines within the cockpit. 
4. Fuel and rollover requirements must be as set out in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. (After market 
sunroofs are not permitted). 
5. Where a windscreen is broken, goggles must be worn and they must comply with an Australian Standard 
Specification AS 1609-1974 and bear the SAA mark, or the CAMS approved label. 
6. Safety helmets must be worn throughout all competitive sections. Helmets must comply with Australian 
Standards 1698, refer to Schedule D in the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, or be approved by CAMS. 
7. All vehicles must be subject of a CAMS Log Book. 
8. A two-way radio must be fitted to the vehicle (the Organiser Network will be UHF Channel 6). 
9. A first aid kit must be carried in the vehicle at all times.  Refer to Schedule R, 13, part (ii) of the current 
CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 
10. Readily robust towing points fitted at front and rear of vehicle. Tow hooks must be painted red for easy 
identification, and must be, in the opinion of the scrutineers capable of withstanding the strain imposed by the 
use of a ñsnatch um strapò or similar device during towing or recovery. 
 

         E5:    OPTIONAL/RECOMMENDED EQUIPMENT 
1. Fuel for at least 250 kilometres will be required to be carried on board.  This is the maximum distance 

between service points, where competitors may refuel.  A long-range fuel tank may be used as a replacement 
and/or in addition to the original fuel tank.  No fuel tank may be located in the passenger compartment.  No fuel 
in containers is to be carried in competing vehicles.  Only commercial fuel may be used during the Event.  
Refer to the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, Schedule G. 
2. Spare components and tools and wheels may be carried in the vehicle.  If carried in the passenger 
compartment they musts be securely fastened and located behind the safety partition.  If the driverós through 
vision is impeded two external mirrors must be fitted.  If carried in the rear of a utility or open truck spares and 
tools must be securely fastened and covered at all times to prevent them from being thrown through the rear 
window. 
 
E6: PROHIBITED EQUIPMENT 
The following prohibitions apply to all vehicles: 

1. The use of studded or spiked tyres or chains is prohibited. 
2.    Roof racks, or similar, may not be fitted. 
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E7: VEHICLE NOISE 

An effective silencer must be fitted to the vehicle such that the maximum noise emission is 96db (A) (refer to 
the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, Schedule R). 

  
 E8: TOWING OF VEHICLES 

In the context of this regulation, towing shall also mean pushing or carrying.  Towing of a competing vehicle by 
another competing vehicle is allowed, but only outside of control zones, it may NOT be towed through a 

control zone.  Instances of dangerous or reckless high speed towing will not be tolerated and will subject both 
towing and towed vehicle to penalties up to and including exclusion. 

 
 E9:    APPAREL 

All competitors are to wear apparel complying with Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport 
during all competitive sections. 
 
E10: ODOMETER CHECK 

 The 5 km mileage check is located on the Forbes Road, south of the Showground. 
 The check is marked 0-1-2-3-4-5. The survey vehicle recorded 5.00 km over the measured 5km. 

 
F SCRUTINEERING 
 
F1: PRE-EVENT SCRUTINEERING 

All competing vehicles shall be required to be presented to the Organisers on Friday 2
nd 

April 2010 between 
1400hrs and 2000hrs at the Condobolin Showground, unless other prior arrangements are made with the 
Organisers.   
 
Vehicles must be presented in a ready-to-start condition (i.e. with all compulsory and optional equipment on 
the vehicle). Scrutineers appointed by the Organisers will examine vehicles for safety and general compliance 
with these regulations.  
 
F2: DURING EVENT SCRUTINEERING 
During the Event, scrutineers appointed by the Organisers may set up monitoring controls at which 
scrutineering for safety and general compliance with regulations may be undertaken.  The crew will be advised 
of defects, which must be rectified as directed by the Organisers.  Particular attention will be paid to defective 
exhaust systems and other defects that could cause grass fires.  Any vehicle found to be un-roadworthy by a 
Police Department or relevant Road Traffic Authority will be liable to exclusion. 
 
F3: POST-EVENT SCRUTINEERING 

On arrival at the final control vehicles may be placed in a Parc Ferme area for the post event scrutineering and 
will only be released by the authority of the Clerk of Course. 
 
F4: DOCUMENTATION 

Documentation will open at 1300hrs on Friday 2
nd

 April 2010 
Competitors must produce at pre-event scrutineering the following: 

1) Competitors CAMS licence and civil drivers licence  
2) RTA Registration for the vehicle 
3) Proof of Compulsory Third Party (CTP) insurance (QLD competitors see note below) 
4) CAMS Vehicle Log Book (mandatory). 
5) Club membership (mandatory). Refer B1 
 

NOTE: Competitors of Queensland registered vehicles are required to produce at pre-event scrutineering a 
copy of proof of CTP insurance (available from any Suncorp office), a vehicle may not start without this 
document being produced . 
 

 
 G IMPOUNDS 

 
An impound is an area in which vehicles will be placed and in which servicing may take place.  Impound 
conditions will apply at the Condobolin Showground overnight stop and at any other place so designated by 
the Organisers.  Route instructions will specify exact details.  No vehicle may be removed from an impound 
area without the written permission from the Organisers.  The penalty for the removal of a vehicle without 
permission is exclusion. 
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 H SERVICING OF VEHICLES 
 
Service crews MUST BE REGISTERED with the Organisers and only registered service vehicles will be 
permitted in the service areas and the overnight impound.  Registration must be made on the official Entry 
Form.   
Service vehicles must not enter any control area and must use the roads specified in the service crew 
instructions, which will be issued to competitors who have registered service crews at the same time as they 
receive their route instructions. 
Servicing is only permitted in the service/refuelling locations as nominated in the instructions.  Service crews 
that are observed assisting, servicing or refuelling competitors or accessing the course other than at these 
points will render the competitor liable to a penalty up to and including exclusion. 

 
 I SIGNS ON VEHICLES 

 
I1: GENERAL PRESCRIPIONS 
Advertising signs are permitted provided there is no conflict with CAMS NCR and provided the location of each 
sign does not conflict with these regulations.  All signs must be of an acceptable standard of lettering and 
presentation, at the sole discretion of the Clerk of Course or Chief Scrutineer. 
 
I2: ORGANISERôS SIGNS ï COMPULSORY VEHICLE SIGNS 

At pre-event scrutineering the Organiser shall supply event identification signs, vehicle identification numbers 
and compulsory signs as specified herein.  These shall be attached to the vehicle as directed and shall be 
maintained in good order and condition throughout the Event.  The signs shall be affixed as follows: 
1. To both doors: a space 50cm wide x 52cm deep is reserved for the Event principal Sponsor name and the 

vehicle number. This must be located at the foremost part of the doors, 
2.   To the FOREMOST part of the front bonnet: a sign approximately 45cm wide x 25cm deep, and 
3.   To the FOREMOST and UPPER part of both mudguards or wings, or alternatively on both sides of the 
vehicle rearward of the competition numberplate. 
 

 
 J RESULTS 

 
J1: DETERMINATION OF WINNERS 
The final results of the Event shall be determined in the first instance on the basis of the number of sections 
completed.   A crew is deemed to have completed a section when, having departed from the control point at 
the start of the section they arrive at the control point at the end of the section, having completed 100% of the 
specified route for that section. 
 
Placing amongst competitors who have completed the same number of sections shall be determined on the 
basis of time penalties applied in accordance with the general scale of penalties as specified in Regulation N.  
The vehicle with lowest time penalty shall be declared the winner of the Event, the vehicle with the next lowest 
time penalty shall be declared second, and so on, in ascending order of penalty time. 
Classification within vehicle groups, classes, teams, and crews awards shall be determined in the same 
manner.  In the event of a tie for any place, awards for that place shall be divided equally between the tied 
vehicles. 
 
J2: PROVISIONAL AND FINAL RESULTS 
Provisional results will be listed in Condobolin at the conclusion of the Event at a time to be announced, and 
shall become final two hours after the issue of provisional results should no protests be received by the 
Stewards. 
 
J3: DETAILED RESULTS 

These results will be emailed to competitors on by 1700hrs Friday the 16
th
 April. Competitors must notify 

organisers if they wish to have the results posted to them via Australia Post. 
 

These will be mailed to all competitors by 1700hrs Friday 16
th
 April 2010. 

 
  
 K THE COURSE 

 
K1.1: STRUCTURE 
Primarily the course will be structured for two and four wheel drive vehicles.  However, the Organisers advise 
that the course will, in places, be tough for two wheel drive vehicles which choose to enter group A3  ''high 
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ground clearance will be desirable.  The Event will be conducted over two legs, leg 1 on Saturday and leg 2 on 
Sunday and the distance will be approximately 850Km. 
 
óSELECTIVE SECTIONô will be a competitive section with a time allowed, set by the Organisers for late time 

purposes.  Time actually taken to complete the section will be applied as a penalty time.  The time taken in 
excess of the time allowed will be applied against the late time limit.  All selective sections will be conducted 
on private property and/or closed roads. 
 
óROAD SECTIONô will be a non-competitive section which will take competitors form one selective section to 
another, and will be on main roads where other road users may be expected, and through built up areas.  
Time taken in excess of the time allowed, to the current minute, will be applied against late time limit only.  
Early arrival (i.e. in less than time allowed will be penalised) (see Art N2). 

 
          K1.2: CUT AND RUN 

If a competitor chooses not to compete in a selective section (for whatever reason) he may elect to miss that 
section but will have to miss all subsequent sections of the day  No further time penalties or late time will be 
applied but the competitor will occur the ñmaximumò penalty for missing a section or sections, which shall be 
equal to 200% of the ñTime Allowedò for that section in the case of the selective sections, or 50% of the ñTime 
Allowedò for road sections. 
 
          A competitor may rejoin the Event only at the start of the next day . 
A competitor may leave the prescribed course only at a major control and never from within a selective section 
or a road section. If a competitor elects to ñcut and runò (miss a section or sectionsò she/he MUST report 
his/her intention to the MAJOR CONTROL at the beginning or end of the section from which they are 

withdrawing. Failure to report the intention to ñcut and runò will result in exclusion. Furthermore, a competitor 
may choose to miss a complete leg (e.g. to effect repairs). However, the ñmaximumò penalty of missing 
sections will be applied. 
 
K2: SCHEDULE 
The Event is scheduled to start in Condobolin on Saturday 3

rd
 April 2010 and finish in Condobolin on Sunday 

4th April 2010.  Vehicles in each vehicle group will run to the same time schedule.  Competitors failing to 
complete the course to the satisfaction of the Organisers will be penalised according to the special provisions 
in these regulations. 
 
K3: FINISHER 
To qualify as a finisher a competitor, with his vehicle must: 
1) not suffer an exclusion penalty, 

    2)   have completed the full itinerary of two legs of the Event, 
          3)   report to finish control at the end of the last section (whether or not they have completed to the full itinerary 

of the final section). 
 

 K4: INSTRUCTIONS 

The Organisers will provide to each crew a copy of the route instructions, and any necessary special maps at 
least two hours before the start of each leg.  Such instructions shall have the same force as these regulations. 
 
K5: OFFICAL MAPS 

Official 1:1,250,000 maps for the Event will be those published by the Australia Surveying and Land 
Information Group.  They will not be issued by the Organisers.  Maps will NOT be necessary to follow the 

course, as route instructions are fully detailed. 
 

K6: RECORD OF PERFORMANCE  
Details of the performance of each vehicle throughout the Event shall be recorded on a time card issued for 
that purpose.  A duplicate record of the performance at each control shall be made on a control card.  Any 
amendments to this procedure will be advised in a Bulletin or the route instructions.  The Clerk of Course 
reserves the right to apply penalties at his discretion for the loss of a time card.  The deliberate falsification of 
a time card may result in the competitor being excluded. 
 
K7: CHANGES AND ALTERATIONS 

The Clerk of Course, reserves the right to abandon, alter or postpone the Event should, in the opinion of the 
Organiser, the course or any part of it becomes impassable. 
The Clerk of Course, may neutralise any section, or sections, or the Event, remit any penalties, regroup the 
field as to running order, re-time any part of the course, or terminate the Event at any time. Any alterations to 
the schedules or route instructions shall be in writing.  At no time shall verbal advice take precedence. 
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 K8: STARTING ORDER 

Starting order will be determined by seeding of competitors by Clerk of Course based on performance at 
previous recent events. Starting orders will then be issued at 2100 hrs on Friday 2

nd
 April 2010.The starting 

order for the second leg shall be in order of ascending total penalty times within descending numbers of 
sections competed on the first leg.  Where there is a tie the Clerk of Course will determine which vehicle starts 
first ï all Clerk of Course decisions on starting order are final.  

 
       K9:             GATES 

All gates on the course will be marked and are to be dealt with as follows. 

 BLUE MARKER:  gate should be open and will be left open by the competitor. 

 YELLOW MARKER:  gate should be closed and must be closed by the competitor after passing 
through. 

 

The only exception to this rule is when two (2) or more competitors are close together and the last competitor 
in the group signals their intention to close the gate to the first member of the group.  Failure to close a gate 
may render a competitor liable to a penalty including exclusion. 
 

 PRE WARNING YELLOW GATE signs will be used in the event and will be placed approximately 100 ï 

150 metres prior to the gate. Remember all yellow gates MUST be closed by competitors. 

  

The sign will be a yellow diamond with a black G 

 
  
 
 
 The location of Yellow gate will be issued as ñAdvise to Navigatorsò 

 
K10: OVERTAKING/COURSE OBSTRUCTION 
Any competitor wishing to overtake another vehicle shall give warning of his intention by flashing of the 
headlights and or the sounding of the horn or both.  UHF Radio channel 6 may be used to assist safe passing 
when necessary. 
 
A competitor about to be overtaken must allow the overtaking vehicle to do so immediately, by moving to the 
side of the road/track and, if necessary, slowing or stopping.  At any control a competitor may request that 
another competitor be permitted to start ahead.  Provided there is not more than five minutes between the 
vehicles being booked into the control, this request may be granted by the official in charge of the control. 
 
Any competitor reported to the Organisers as deliberately baulking, obstructing or shunting another competitor 
will facilitate action to be taken by Clerk of Course or the Stewards, and the penalty could be as severe as 
exclusion. 
 
Should a competing vehicle be stopped and obstructing the passage of a following vehicle, the following 
competitor may request, and must be given, assistance to pass, unless the crew of the obstructing vehicle is 
incapacitated through injury.  (Note: Time loss through moving obstructing vehicles cannot be claimed back 
from the Organisers). 
 
K11: COMPASSIONATE TIME REFUND 

All refunds of compassionate time for stopping to assist at an accident shall be arbitrated and agreed upon by 
the Clerk of Course.  Refer following Regulation L regarding accidents. 
 
K12:   PRE- CAUTION WARNING 

G 
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Pre caution warning signs will be used in the event and will be placed approximately 100 ï 150 metres prior to 
!!! CAUTION (TRIPLE CAUTIONS) which are unsighted from the road i.e. over the crest / around corner.  

 The sign will be Yellow Diamond with Black ! 

 
 
 L ACCIDENTS 

In the case of accidents, delays may be incurred by the following competitors.  Upon application these times 
may be nullified.  Adequate written proof of these circumstances must be such as to satisfy the Organisers.  
Competitors claiming time lost through such delays must record the number of the vehicle/s involved, and if 
possible, obtain the signature of the assisted competitors certifying the time stopped at the location.  These 
details are to be noted on the assisting crews time card. 
For legal purposes, any incident resulting in death or injury to stock and/or damage to property (including 
fences and gates) must be reported to the Organisers in writing (eg. by use of the Property Damage Sheet in 
the Route Instructions) as soon as possible by the competitor concerned.  Failure to report such an incident 
may result in the competitors being penalised up to 60 minutes per incident, or higher at the discretion of the 
Stewards.  Failure to report an accident involving a member of the public will result in the competitors involved 
being liable to exclusion from the Event, or higher at the discretion of the Stewards. 
 
L1 SAFETY OF COMPETITORS 
 
L1.1    Non-Injury Stoppage on a Special Stage or Closed Road Section 
In the event of a stoppage by a competitor where no medical assistance is required, the competitor must: 

1) Immediately place triangles to warn following competitors. 
2) Place the OK sign (on the rear of the Route Instructions) on the vehicle in such a position that it remains 

clearly visible to all following competitors. 
3) The competitors to stay as close to their vehicle as is safe to do so. 
4) If able to get the vehicle going, and able to move it, do not leave the stage via another route ï proceed for 

the full length of the stage, in the correct direction. 
 
L1.2    Accident involving Injury 

Any competitor involved in an accident requiring assistance for a trapped or injured crew member should: 
1) Immediately place triangles to warn following competitors (unless incapable of doing so). 
2) Display the SOS (on the rear of the Route Instructions) in a prominent position, visible to the next two 

competitors. 
3) After the first two following competitors, display the OK sign (on the rear of the Route Instructions) to the 

rest of the field. 
 

L1.3   Any competitor coming across another competitor involved in an accident must: 

1) Stop, if the SOS is displayed or if there is no visible sign displayed, and render assistance. 
2) If possible, contact Rally Command by radio or mobile phone, noting car number, cumulative distance to 

the accident site, and if known, general details of injuries sustained. 
3) If unable to contact Rally Command, write down the accident details, stop the next competitor and have 

them proceed immediately to the next SOS point or Special Stage Stop Point with the accident details. 
4) At the first practical time, fill in an incident report fully detailing the incident, and pass it to the Clerk of 

Course, CRO, or Control Official. 
 
Failure to comply with these regulations will result in a report to the Stewards.   A penalty can be applied 
at the discretion of the Stewards up to and including exclusion. 

 
 
 M  CONTROLS AND TIMING 

 
M1: CONTROLS 

 ! 
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Controls used throughout the Event shall be defined hereunder as: 
 1. Major controls ï the locations will be disclosed in the route instructions.  Major Controls are 

established at the beginning and end of sections for the purpose of recording time of arrival and departure. 
 2. Passage controls ï the location of which may or may not be disclosed in the route instructions.  

These are established for the purpose of recording details of passage (including time) of vehicles on the 
correct route.  Competing vehicles are required to stop and have their road card noted by the control 
official. 
  3. Monitoring controls ï which may or may not be disclosed in the route instructions, established in a 

road section (e.g. to judge and record details of vehicle speed) monitoring controls may not necessarily be 
established at the same location for the passage of all vehicles in the Event. Failure to stop at a monitoring 
control when directed to do so by an official may render the offending competitor liable to exclusion from 
the event. 

 
Control Closures 

Controls will only remain open until the arrival of the sweep vehicle, which will be following the last recorded 
competitor.  Competitors arriving at a control after its closure will be deemed to have missed that section, and 
may only rejoin the Event at the start of a subsequent section. 
 
 
M2: TIMING 
1. Official time ï Timing will be by official timepieces, set to Australian Eastern Daylight Time.  No protest 
shall lie against the alleged inaccuracy of any timepiece.  The Event will use A to B event timing system. 
2. Time allowed ï The time limit for a competitor to complete a selective or road section without loss of late 
time.  These time allowances will be specified in route instructions, and where exceeded, late time will start to 
accrue. 
3. Recording time of arrival: 

1.  Finish times on selective sections will be recorded to the second. 
2.  Finish times on road sections will be recorded to the current minute.  Booking in early will not be 
permitted and any infringement will be penalised at the rate of one (1) minute per minute or part 
minute early. 

4. Late time lost on selective or road sections cannot be regained by booking in early at any major control.  
Neither shall time penalties for early arrival be taken into consideration when aggregating late time. 
5. Competitors will not incur any time penalty for booking in early at the final control of a leg 
6. Irrespective of time lost in any section, competitors must report to the next section start so as to leave on 

time (this time to be specified in a Bulletin). 
 
M3: LATE TIME LIMITS 
The late time limit for each leg will be two (2) hours or as advised in the route instructions, and will be marked 
on each competitorôs time card.  If a competitor exceeds late time for a section, he will be excluded from the 
results of that section, but may if he wishes re-start a subsequent leg. 
1.  Late time is the accumulated time by which a competitors is late (i.e. exceeds the time allowed for road or 
selective sections).  Late time is calculated from the beginning of a section excludes time held in control and 
any allowable time, and is non-cumulative from one leg to another.  (Allowable time is any potential penalty, 
which is not imposed by the Organisers for good and sufficient reasons such as compassionate allowance 
etc.). 
2. Competitors exceeding the late time limit at a major control will be deemed to have missed that control and 

the following controls within that leg.  Late time cannot be regained by booking in early at any control. 
 
M4: TIME CARDS 

1. At the start of the Event, the competitor shall be given a time card on which the times allowed to cover 
each section shall appear. The time card shall be handed in at the finish control of each section for 
marking as specified by the Organisers.  Each competitor is solely responsible for his time card.  The 
loss of a road card may incur a time penalty of up to 30 minutes. 

2. Any correction or amendment made to the time card will result in exclusion, unless such correction or 
amendment has been approved in writing by an Official of the Event. 

3. The competitor alone is responsible for submitting the time card at the different controls and for the 
correctness of the entries.  The control officials are the only persons permitted to enter times on the time 
cards. 

4.   Competitors are obliged to have their passage checked at all points mentioned in the route instructions 
and on their time card.  The absence of a stamp or the failure to hand in the card at any control or fail ing 
to report to control will be penalised. 

 
M5: CONTROL ZONES 
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All controls will be indicated by means of standardised signals as follows: 
1. Warning sign on yellow background marks the beginning of the control area.  A sign on a red background 

marks the location of the control point.  The stopping time must not exceed the time necessary for carrying 
out control operations. 

2. It is forbidden to enter a control area in any direction other than that of the Event. 
3. The actual check-in time at the finish of a road section is the responsibility of the competitor alone;   who 

may consult the clock at the control. 
4. Competitors are obliged to follow the instructions of the control chief or his nominee. 

 
M6: CONTROL TIMING 

1. At controls starting a selective section, the control officials will record on the time card the exact time at 
which the competitor hands the time card to the control officials, or as the vehicle enters the control zone  
(i.e. passes the yellow ñclockò control zone board) as the previous road section is completed, whichever is 
sooner. 
2. The target check-in time is that obtained by adding the time allowed for the section to the starting time 
for that section.  These times are expressed in hours and minutes in the 24hr system.  If the actual check-
in time is earlier than the target check-in time, then the prescribed time penalty is one (1) minute for every 
minute or part minute early.  If later, only late time accrues at the rate of one (1) minute per minute or part 
minute late.  At the control finishing a leg a competitor can check in ahead of his target check-in time 
without penalty. 
3. For selective sections, finish times in hours, minutes and seconds will be taken at the flying finish 
marker. 
4. The late time defined in these regulations may be modified at any moment by the Stewards of the 
Event, upon the proposal of the Clerk of Course.  Exclusion from a section for exceeding the late time may 
be announced only at the end of the section.  Competitors are therefore encouraged to always continue to 
the end of the section 

       5.   Control signs at the start of a selective section will be laid out as follows: 

 Yellow warning sign with clock approx. 25 metres from the control point,  

 Red sign with clock at the control point, 

 Red sign with flag marking the start of the selective section, and 

 Red sign with diagonal bars indicating end of control zone.  
  6.   Control signs at the FINISH of a selective section will be laid out as follows: 

 Yellow chequered flag about 100 metres before the flying finish, 
 Red chequered flag at the flying finish, 
 Red stop and red clock sign at the control point, and 
 Beige sign with diagonal bars indicating end of control zone.

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  M7: CONTROL PROCEDURE START OF SELECTIVE SECTION 
1. At the finish of a road section, the control official will enter the actual check-in time of the competitor on the 

time card.  Remember!  The check-in time is either the time the vehicle enters the control zone (i.e. 
passes the yellow ñclockò board) or the time when the time card is handed to the control official), which 
ever is the sooner. 

2. The competitor will be provided with a start time for the selective section, which will be three (3) minutes 
after the actual check-in time of the road section. 

3. The competitor moves to the start line where the official will start him at the exact minute following a 
countdown. 

4. Intervals between successive vehicles will be a minimum of two (2) minute. 
 

 
FINISH OF SELECTIVE SECTION 
1. The control official will record the flying finish time of the competitor as he passes the red chequered flag. 
2. When the competitor stops at the control point the flying finish time is recorded on the time card. 
3. The control official then enters the start time for the next road section.  This is the competitorôs flying finish 

time with the seconds disregarded (eg. Finish = 15.23.45, then Start = 15.23). 
4. The competitor leaves at once.  There is no countdown. 

 
PASSAGE CONTROLS 

In order to check that competitors are on the correct route, Passage Controls may be set in place. The route 
instructions may specify their exact locations.  These locations will be identified by: 
1. A yellow sign with stamp about 100 metres before the passage control point, 
2. A red sign with stamp (competitors will be held only long enough to have an identifying stamp recorded on 

their time cards),  
3. A sign with beige diagonal stripes (end control).   

 
  
  M8: SELECTIVE SECTIONS 

Selective sections are speed tests. 
1. Competitors are forbidden to drive in the opposite direction to that of the official route under pain of 

penalties, including exclusion. 
2. It is extremely dangerous to slow down or to stop between the yellow warning sign, the red chequered flag 

at the flying finish and the red stop at the control point. Competitors stopping in this óbannedô area may be 
penalised up to exclusion. 

 
  N        OFFENCES, BREACHES AND PENALTIES 
  N1: OFFENCES/BREACHES REQUIRING A HEARING BY THE STEWARDS 

Competitors alleged to have committed the following offences shall be subject to such penalty as the Stewards 
of the Event may impose (eg: fines, time penalties, exclusion from a group or class, exclusion from the Event): 
1. Misrepresentation of details relating to the eligibility of competing vehicle(s) and/or competitor(s), 
2. Failure to comply with the Organisers safety requirements, 
3. Failure to obey any reasonable instruction of an official, 
4. Deliberate baulking or shunting of a competitor, or obstruction of the course, 
5. Wilful damage to, or interference with public or private property, 
6. Wilful interference with course markers, 
7. Falsification of entries on time card, 
8. Exceeding statutory speed limit by more than 15%, as recorded by the Organisers or reported to the by 

the relevant authorities, 
9. Acting in a manner detrimental to the interests of the Event or motor sport in general 
10. Failure to report to the Organisers an accident involving a member of the public, 
11. Failure of a competitor to wear a seat belt, or safety helmet, after due warning by an official, 
12. Failure to stop at a monitoring control when directed to do so, 
13. Carriage and/or consumption of intoxicating liquor, 
14. Booking in early at the end of road sections, 
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15. Failure to close a gate to the satisfaction of the Organiser, 
16. Removal of a vehicle from an impound without the written permission of the Organiser, 
17. Servicing outside nominated service areas, and 
18. Failure to report intention to ñcut and runò to the major control at the start or finish of the section from 

which the competitor is withdrawing.
